Guidelines to Authors

1.General
Advanced Biotech publishes articles of relevance to any of the broad areas of Biotechnology, in the following categories: Full Length Research Articles, Short Communications, Full Length Reviews, Mini Reviews and Tools & Techniques. Also, feedback from readers will be published as ‘Letters to the Editor’. All manuscripts must be written in English with Times New Roman Font style, 12 size and double line spacing 

2.Title Page



The Title page should contain the main Title in  'title case’ with word count of 10 to 15 words, Author (s) names presented as expanded first name followed by initials of middle and second namealong with current affiliations and contact e-mail address, marking for corresponding author, List of tables and List of figures.
3.Abstract
Maximum word limits of 250 and should not contain special characters or abbreviations. The Abstract should be informative and present the overall information of the manuscript and should encompass the background, materials and methods adopted, the salient results and a concluding sentence as to the findings of the manuscript in brief.
4. Keywords
Authors should provide 5 suitable Keywords 
5. Running Title
 A short running title should be given after key words and should be restricted to 5-7 words 
6. Abbreviations
All abbreviation used in the manuscript should be listed with their elaboration 

7. Introduction
This part should define the background and significance of the study by considering the relevant literature, particularly the most recent publications. The reasons for conducting the study must be mentioned in this section.

8. Materials and Methods
Concise but complete information about the materials and experimental protocols along with the analytical and statistical procedures used should be presented as clear as possible to enable other scientists to repeat the research presented. If unique chemicals or reagents are used, the source may be provided in parenthesis at appropriate places.

9. Results
Salient outcome of the study must be presented backed by relevant Tables and Figures.  Repetition of Data as Text, Tables and Figures may be avoided.

10. Discussion
Discussion must be written with reference to the materials & methods used, the results obtained and by considering previous information from the literature. Statements made in the Introduction and Results sections should not be repeated here.

11. Conclusion
A suitable conclusion specifying the inferences drawn from the present work and its significance along with future implications in the particular field should be provided. 

12. Acknowledgement
If necessary, a brief Acknowledgement may be included.
13. References
References should be made only to works that are published, accepted for publication (not merely 'submitted'), or available through libraries or institutions. Any other source should be qualified by a note regarding availability. Authors are requested to include most recent published work for the references and to avoid inclusion of many references of earlier than 40 years. Full reference listing format is as follows:

13. 1. Journal articles: Authors: In the reference list authors' names followed by their initials separated by coma & space; but only first five authors' names with initials are allowed and rest of the authors must be set under (et al.)., followed by year of publication without brackets. Title of Publication: Article title must be in sentence case format. Followed by Journal Title, which must be in Title case and italics according to International Journal abbreviation style. Volume and Issue Number: Volume number of a journal and (Issue number) within bracket followed by colon to separate the page numbers (first and last page numbers need to be provided with hyphen or N-dash but consistency should be maintained).

13.2 Books: The same rule is applicable for Books; publishers’ name and place must be mentioned along with the date and year. Book Title should be in Title Case and in Italics (and also editors names should be in italics). Followed by Publisher: Loctaion (both should be in bold and separated by colon) Volume number; PP. (page numbers – first and last page numbers) are separated by semicolon.

13.4 Conference Proceedings: Here, proceeding title must be in italics with Title case followed by date of publication, publisher: place.

14. Figures
All illustrations including diagrams, graphs and photographs, are referred to as Figures. Photographs or drawings must have a good contrast of dark and light. Legends of figures should be complete and self-explanatory so that the reader can easily understand the results presented. Figures may be submitted in Jpeg format as separate files duly numbered with appropriate legends. High quality Figures need to be submitted as the Cover Page Picture will be selected from one such submissions that is accepted for publication in a particular issue. Colors should be avoided if not necessary. The Figures should have uniform font size and style (Times New Roman, 12) and if prepared in excel, should have sufficient clarity for the print. Colors should be avoided if not necessary and included only if the color(s) present a scientific/technical point significantly. 

15. Tables
Each table must be given on a separate page duly numbered with a brief but complete and self-explanatory caption so that the reader can easily understand the results presented. The Tables should have uniform font size and style (Times New Roman, 12) and if prepared in excel, should have sufficient clarity for the print. Colors and shading in Tables to be avoided completely unless the color(s) present a scientific/technical point significantly.

16.Citations
References should be cited in the text by the last name(s) of the author(s) and year of publication, for example, (Chakravarthy, 2006) or (Chakravarthy and Shah, 1999). If the citation is the subject of the sentence, then only the date should be given in parentheses, for example, According to Shah (1984) or as suggested by Shah and Chakravarthy (1984). For citation of references with three or more authors, only the first author`s name followed by et al. should be used, for example, (Shah et al., 1988) or as shown by Shah et al. (1988) and the word `et al.’ should be in italics- font. If there is more than one reference in the same year for the same author(s), then add the letters ‘a’, ‘b’, etc. to the year with out repeating the year, for example, (Shah, 1970a,b; Shah, 1989). References should be listed alphabetically at the end of the text without numbering. Each authors citation should be separated by another and year with semi-colon; for example, (Chakravarthy, 2006; Shah, et al., 1970). All tables and figures should be appropriately cited.
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
